Objective:

The Eye Check-Up Camp aimed to promote eye health and raise awareness about common
eye-related issues. The program sought to provide free eye screenings to participants, educate
them about preventive measures, and encourage timely care for better vision and overall
health.

Description:

The National Service Scheme (NSS) Unit organized a Free Eye Check-Up Camp in
collaboration with Sharat Max Vision Eye Hospitals. The event was held at SR University
premises from 9:00 AM to 3:00 PM and saw participation from 59 individuals, including
students, faculty, and staff.

The camp included the following activities:
e Eye Screening: Comprehensive eye examinations to detect common issues like
refractive errors, cataracts, and other vision problems.
e Awareness Session: Information on maintaining good eye health, the importance of
regular check-ups, and tips for reducing digital eye strain.
¢ Referral Services: Participants requiring further treatment were referred to
specialized centers for advanced care.

The Eye Check-Up Camp enabled the early detection of minor eye issues among several
participants, allowing for timely treatment and the prevention of potential complications.
Attendees were also educated on simple yet effective practices to protect their eyes, including
the importance of proper lighting, moderating screen time, and maintaining a balanced diet.
Additionally, the camp fostered a culture of health awareness, motivating participants to
prioritize routine health check-ups as an essential aspect of their overall well-being.

The Eye Check-Up Camp emphasized the importance of eye care, contributing to improved
vision and a better quality of life for participants. By detecting issues early, the initiative
helped reduce the risk of long-term eye complications, promoting preventive care.
Additionally, the active involvement of NSS volunteers not only supported the event but also
provided them with valuable insights into community service and the significance of
preventive healthcare, fostering a sense of responsibility and leadership.
