To create awareness among villagers about common seasonal diseases and their prevention.

To promote hygienic practices, safe drinking water, and mosquito control methods.

To encourage villagers to participate in health camps, vaccination drives, and regular checkups.
To combine traditional knowledge with modern healthcare awareness for better outcomes.

Description:

The NSS Unit of SR University conducted an awareness program titled “Prevention is Better
than Cure: Awareness on Seasonal Diseases” with the active participation of 38 NSS
volunteers.

The program included awareness talks and interactive sessions on:

Prevention of seasonal diseases such as dengue, malaria, typhoid, diarrhea, cough, cold, flu,
and sunstroke. Importance of safe drinking water, sanitation, and mosquito control measures.
Role of vaccination, timely health checkups, and health camps. Adoption of handwashing
practices, use of mosquito nets, and maintaining clean surroundings. Balancing traditional
remedies with modern medical practices for community health. The villagers actively
interacted, shared their experiences, and pledged to adopt preventive habits for a healthier
lifestyle.

Outcome:

1. 38 NSS volunteers successfully created health awareness in the community.

2. Villagers understood and expressed willingness to follow preventive measures like
boiling water, avoiding stagnant water, and using mosquito nets.

3. Enhanced community participation in awareness discussions and health pledges.

4. Strengthened collaboration between the university NSS team and the local community.

Impact on Society:

Helped in reducing the risk of seasonal disease outbreaks in the village. Empowered the rural
community with knowledge and practical solutions for health and hygiene. Encouraged
collective responsibility in maintaining a clean and healthy environment. Built a bridge
between students and society, showing the role of youth in rural health improvement. Promoted
the vision of preventive healthcare rather than curative approaches, leading towards sustainable
community well-being.
